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Due date:



1.  Each student will create his class schedule using the vocabulary from lesson 4.  The schedule will be based on the current St. John’s schedule, using current class times, etc.  Use your actual classes and times, and create the schedule for one week, starting with Cycle 1 on Monday and continuing through Friday.  Include all classes, lunch, physical education (see pages 60, 70 for subject vocabulary), and days of the week (all in Spanish).

2.  The schedule will be computer-generated, not hand written or hand-drawn.  It will include any and all necessary accents such as “la biología,” “el español,” etc. (also not hand written), as well as colors, graphics and columns.  Be creative.  The more creative and decorative, etc., the better.  

3.  Each schedule will also be accompanied by a brief, 10 sentence paragraph, en español, explaining / describing your schedule.  It will be typed, and will use expressions such as “tengo”, and “hay”.  Each description must also include at least 4 uses of –AR verbs.  You may inlcude what you and / or your friends do in class, in school in general, at lunch, after school, how many classes you have each day, your favorite class, etc.  Don’t forget your accents when necessary.

4.  The project will be turned in on 2 sheets of 8 ½ x 11 plain white computer / copier paper.  The first page should be the schedule.  It should take up most of the page.  Do not put a small, 4 inch wide schedule on a piece of paper.  Place the schedule on the page the long way, with the title along the 11-inch side.  The second page will be your 10 sentence description.  Page 2 should be oriented with your name, etc., at the top, on the 8 ½ - inch side.

5.  Page 1 should include your name, the school’s name and the title “Mi horario de clases,” all centered at the top of the page, followed by the actual schedule below that.  Page 2 should include your name, the due date, my name, your class and period, all at the top-left of the page.  The paragraph will then be double spaced.  Refer to your textbook and your workbook, lesson 4, for some samples and examples of descriptions of class schedules.  The 2 sheets of paper are not to be stapled together.  Use a paper clip.
