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1.  Visit the Internet site http://tiempo.weather.com/
2.  Scroll to the bottom of the page.  Click where it says “Seleccione un país” to choose your country from the drop-down list, and then press “Buscar!”

3.  On the next page, choose the country’s capital city from the list and click on it.

4.  Print the following page that comes up with the six-day forecast (“pronóstico”) for that city.

5.  You are el señor Tiempo, the most famous television weather man in your country.  Using the informtion for your capital city, create a weather forecast for any three of those days.  

6.  Create a POSTER with the following information:


(  a hand-drawn and decorated map of your country, indicating the capital city


(  days of the week (en español) and visual depictions of the weather for those 3 

days (hand-drawn or computer generated)


(  temperatures in both Celsius and Fahrenheit degrees for those days


(  the poster must be no larger than 18 inches long or wide!!!!!

7.  Your poster must be accompanied by a WRITTEN THREE-DAY FORECAST for your city.  The requirements for the written portion are as follows:

(  it will be en español, typed and double-spaced

(  it must include a greeting to your TV audience, introducing yourself

(  it must include at least 5 different weather expressions  

(  for each of the three days in your forecast you must suggest an activity or 

activities that your audience might do considering the forecast you are presenting


(  staple the printed forecast from http://tiempo.weather.com/ behind your own 

typed forecast


(  the poster and forecast will be presented in class
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
